Some pile rugs are firm, some are floppy.  Some are smooth on their backs; others are ribbed; and some are, even, "sandpapery."  Some rug authorities have treated such differences importantly, sometimes even closing their eyes to experience a pile rug's "handle," before looking closely at its colors and designs.

Mark Keshishian and John Howe lead a workshop in which participants will examine some distinctive types of pile rugs, and practice describing how they feel and why that might be.  Written resource materials will guide our examinations.  "Book" answers will be provided.

New Islamic Galleries at the Metropolitan Museum
