LECTURE by Diana K. Myers – TRADITIONS AND TRANSITIONS:  TEXTILES OF BHUTAN 8:00 pm – 9:00 pm

One of the last major Asian art forms to be “discovered” in the West, the textiles of this Himalayan kingdom, reflect extraordinary technical sophistication, diversity, and aesthetics.  Historical records, oral traditions, and the textiles themselves reflect the story of significant social and political relationships and changes over time, especially in the 20th century.  In the past 15 years, the Royal Government has formally recognized textiles as integral to the kingdom’s identity, and is seeking to promote new appreciation of Bhutan’s weaving traditions at home and in the global community.

Diana K. Myers is an independent scholar of Himalayan textiles.  She has supported the Textile Museum in Thimphu, Bhutan, as special advisor to Her Majesty the Queen of Bhutan since the museum’s inception in 1999.  She served as guest curator for the award-winning international loan exhibition “From the Land of the Thunder Dragon:  Textile Arts of Bhutan,” organized by the Peabody Essex Museum in 1994-1996.  A decade earlier, she helped bring Tibetan rugs to the attention of the West as guest curator for “Temple, Household, Horseback:  Rugs of the Tibetan Plateau,” exhibited at the Textile Museum in Washington, D.C.  She served on the Textile Museum Advisory Council.

An associate of the Centre Nationale de Recherche Scientifique in Paris, Ms. Myers has done field research in and published extensively on the Himalayas since 1978.  She has also led numerous educational trips to the region for organizations such as the Smithsonian Institution and the Textile Museum.  She began her relationship with the extraordinary people of the world’s highest mountains as a  Peace Corps volunteer in Nepal from 1978 to 1980.  In her “day” job, Ms. Myers is Vice President for International Development Programs at Save the Children.
